Unless noted below, National Federation High School Rules are in effect. All games played at Arlington & Martin High
Schools. All players must be currently enrolled in a Texas high school (public or private). No college players allowed.

Seeding Procedures

1. Win — Loss record in pool play.

2. Head to head between tied teams (if more than 2 teams are tied, then head to head is thrown out) go to # 3.
3. Total point differential.

4, Runs allowed.

5. Runs scored.

6. Coin flip.

IMPORTANT: Point Differential Maximum

1. Forfeit will be scored 7 — 0.

2. There is no maximum run spread per game.

3. High seed will have the choice of home or visitor.

Game Time: Starting time is forfeit time, unless the delay is created by AHS or MHS Booster Clubs or weather. Game starts at
completion of coin toss. Home team is determined by coin flip in pool play.

Courtesy Runner: A courtesy runner may be used for the pitcher or catcher at any time with a substitute. If no substitute
available, last batted out will be used.

Run Rule: 10 after five innings.
12 after four innings.
15 after three innings.

Time Limit: 1 hour and 45 minutes for pool play. No time limit on championship game unless agreed to by coaches prior to
game. Time limits may be reduced if adverse weather conditions occur.

Pitching Rules: No limit of innings pitched. Please observe reasonable pitch counts and protect players’ arms.

Infield Warm-Ups: All teams are encouraged to warm-up as much as possible before game time. No pre-game infield.
Baseballs: Tournament will provide game balls.

Tie-Breaker System: Only pool games can end in a tie. If an elimination game is tied after all innings are completed or when

time expires, the “Modified California Tie Breaker Rule’ will go into effect. The scheduled batter is at the plate and the 3 batters
preceding him in the lineup are used to load the bases with one out. The game continues in this format until the tie is broken and the
game is complete.

Refund Policy: 1 game played = 30% of entry fee
2 games played = 60% of entry fee
3 games played = no refund
100 % refund if there is a complete rainout.
